It also outlines the changes we plan to implement in the coming years. This information is intended to help children and their parents or carers understand the music education opportunities available at our school and the partnerships we have established to support our children's musical development.








Part A: Curriculum music
This section outlines the content of our music lessons, the amount of time dedicated to music instruction, and the qualifications or awards that children can earn through their musical education.
	Music Education at High Meadow Community School
At High Meadow Community School, we are committed to providing a rich and engaging music education experience for all children from Nursery to Year 6. We ensure that every child receives one hour of music education each week, utilising Charanga, the UK's leading scheme for teaching the National Curriculum for Music at Key Stages 1 and 2.
· Comprehensive Curriculum Engagement: In every year group, children actively engage with various strands of the music curriculum, including performing, composing, and listening. This holistic approach fosters a well-rounded musical education.
· Early Years Exploration: In the early years (Nursery and Reception), children explore nursery rhymes and songs that are linked to their topics. They have access to a diverse range of instruments and sound-makers during continuous provision, encouraging them to create their own music and express their creativity.
· Whole-School Singing: All children participate in a weekly whole-school singing session as part of our values assembly. This initiative not only enhances their musical skills but also fosters a sense of community and belonging within the school.
· Continuous Improvement: To ensure the highest standard of music education, we continuously monitor and review our planning, policy, and progression documents. This commitment to excellence allows us to adapt and enhance our music programme, ensuring that it meets the needs and interests of our children.
By prioritising music education, we aim to inspire a lifelong love for music and creativity in every child at High Meadow Community School.


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This section highlights the opportunities available for children to engage in singing and playing music outside of regular lesson time. It includes information about choirs, ensembles, and bands, as well as how children can further their musical development beyond the core curriculum.

	At High Meadow Community School, we provide one-to-one guitar and keyboard lessons conducted by visiting teachers from WMEHS. These lessons are available for a fee of £45 per term, which is to be paid by parents who wish for their child(ren) to participate. Additionally, our Looked After Children (LAC) are offered lessons in collaboration with visiting teachers, funded through their Personal Education Plans (PEP).
Furthermore, we offer Year 3 students the opportunity to learn a stringed instrument, aiming to inspire them to pursue instrumental lessons as they transition through Key Stage 2.


Part C: Musical experiences
This section details the various musical events and opportunities we organise, including singing in assemblies, concerts, and shows, as well as trips to professional concerts. These activities are designed to enrich our children's musical experiences and foster a love for music beyond the classroom.

	Throughout the year, children at High Meadow Community School have numerous opportunities to participate in large-scale performances both within the school and in the wider community.
· Whole-School Singing: Children regularly come together to sing during special and religious events, including Harvest, Remembrance Day, Mother’s Day, and the Nativity.
· Nursery Performances: Nursery children delight their parents with an annual performance of "Songs Around the Christmas Tree."
· Nativity Participation: Children from Year R to Year 6 learn Christmas songs to perform in the Nativity, which is shared with their parents.
· Young Voices Concert: Year 6 students participate in the 'Young Voices' event, an incredible experience where they sing a variety of songs and perform for their parents at Resorts World alongside many other schools.
· Year 3 Concert: Year 3 children take part in a concert at the end of the year with all schools within the WMEHS, showcasing their talents to their parents.
· After School Club: We offer after-school club provision where children can gain knowledge in mixing tunes, creating rhythms, and developing a foundational understanding of music.
· Collaborative Event: Upper Key Stage 2 children collaborate with our local special school, Woodlands, learning the same songs as their peers. Joint rehearsals culminate in a concert performed for the parents of both school communities.


In the future
This section outlines the school's strategic plans for the upcoming years, detailing our vision for growth and development. It includes initiatives aimed at enhancing educational outcomes, fostering community engagement, and ensuring continuous improvement in all areas of school life.
	· Collaboration Opportunities: Enhance and strengthen connections between schools, providing more opportunities for performance and collaboration among our children.
· Expanding Musical Horizons: Celebrating Diverse Artists and Influential Figures: Introduce both current and historical musicians, including influential figures, female artists, and musicians from diverse global backgrounds, as well as songwriters and those involved in TV, film, and West End musicals.
· Cross-Curricular Opportunities: Integrate music lessons with other subjects to enhance engagement. For example, using music to explore historical events or cultural studies.
· Professional Development and Training Opportunities for Staff: Provide training for staff to enhance their musical knowledge and teaching skills. Engage with the music hubs for professional development opportunities.
Enhancing Music and Arts Engagement Through Visitor Programmes:
· Invite Diverse Artists: Bring in a variety of musicians and artists from different genres and cultural backgrounds to expose children to a wide range of musical styles and artistic expressions.
· Interactive Workshops: Organise hands-on workshops where children can participate in drumming, instrument playing, or other music-making activities. This allows them to experience music actively rather than passively.
· Inspire Through Performance: Schedule performances by professional musicians or artists that not only entertain but also educate children about their craft, the history of the music, and the cultural significance behind it.
· Collaborative Projects: Encourage visiting artists to collaborate with teachers and children on projects that culminate in a performance or exhibition, fostering a sense of ownership and pride in their work.
